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Tour 1l - BIARRITZ -CITY TOUR
June 1ath - 14:00 - 130

14h00 : Meeting point with your guide at the entranc e of the
BELLEVUE
Biarritz is a renowned seaside resort, with many prestige palaces and
hotels. departure for a walk around the city to discover its fine villas and
extravagant architecture.

The visit will start with the lighthouse , from which you can admire a superb
panorama out over the resort, taking in the Art Deco style casino__, the villas of
the City centre and the shoreline of the great beach. Then see the fishing

port , famous in the 19th century for whaling. The former fishermen’s houses
have now been turned into restaurants and crafts shops. You can then walk
out onto the outcrop of the Virgin on the Rock, symbol of the City and famous
for its legend.




eTuur 2 - ST JEAN DE LUZ and BASUUE COAST
June 1bth - 14:00 - 18:00

14h00 : Check point with your guide at the entrance of the BELLEVUE

In the Basque language, Saint-Jean de Luz means Jean of the Marshes. This small whaling and later sardine, anchovy
and tuna fishing port is also known for its having welcomed Louis XIV when he wed the Infanta Maria Theresa of Spain
in 1660. The town has kept all the charm of its harbour , its narrow streets and superb bay.

Meet up with your guide in the lobby of the Bellevue to discover the rocky coast down to Saint-Jean de Luz, going
through the fishing villages of Guéthary and Bidart. You will stop off at the Jean Vier ecomuseum _ devoted to Basque
traditions including the ancestral craft of Basque linen-making.

At Saint-Jean de Luz, you will

visit the town and its typical
market of local produce with
time enough to stroll around the
paved streets.

Following down the coast :
ST Jean Luz City of Privateers and Louis XIV
Being open to the ocean, the town’s fortune has long been linked to its fishing and
its harbour. In 1660, the city had its moment of glory on the occasion of the marriage
of Louis XIV with the Infante of Spain Marie-Thérese. All these different historical
times have marked this town full of charm with its magnificent bay. Time for
shopping




3 Tour 3 - BILBAO & Museum GUGGENHEIM
Jdune 17th - 9:00 - 17:30

Bilbao is the Basque Country’s economic capital and the most populated city. It is now a city renown for its
cultural and artistic development thanks to the Guggenheim Museum.

Meeting Point at the Entrance of the Bellevue

Departure in the morning for about 2 hours highway down to Bilbao.

Upon arrival, you will have a short City Tour with your guide.

You will have lunch in the chef Berasatequi’'s restaurant _ which is inside the Museum.

After lunch, visit of the Museum with headphones or guides by groups of 15 people maximum.

The Guggenheim Museum
As if it was floating on the River Nervion, in the centre of
Bilbao, this monument strikes. A mix of titan and glass it can
also be compared with a boat. The Guggenheim Museum
makes resumes the city of Bilbao which is over 700 year’s
old. It exposes over 300 pieces of contemporary art
(Chagall, Kandisky, Matisse, Picasso, but also Dubuffet,
Klein, Jackson Polloc.)

The Guggenheim Museum is a masterpiece of twentieth
century architecture designed by Franck O. Gehry. Itis a
huge sculpture-like building fashioned of a surprising array
of materials and is endowed with an extraordinary and
unmistakable silhouette.




Tour 4 - BASUQUE VILLAGES at the Boarder
Jdune 18 th - 3:00 - 17:30

Discover the Basque Country inland, with its rich colours, the deep green of the hillsides and the whitewashed houses and
red timberwork. You'll also see the sturdy ponies, or pottocks, the sheep (of the Manech breed) and the wild vultures
nesting on the rocky pinnacles.

Meet up with your guide in the lobby of the Bellevu e.

Head off for Espelette, a village famed for its AOC classified red peppers. The small border town nestles up against a sea
of greenery at the foot of the Mondarrain in the heart of the Pyrenees. The white, flower bedecked houses with their
gables and corbels give Espelette a typical style that has earned it many prizes for its beauty and character. Espelette is
renowned throughout France as a place for fine food thanks to its famous red peppers , celebrated by the brotherhood of
producers on the last Sunday in October.

Morning in SARE :

Basque village worth visiting. Before the year 1724, this village was living
almost in autonomy.

The huge and beautiful red and green half-timbered houses, typical
architecture of the region, reflect the old time. where you can discover the
Ortillopitz House . During your visit to this huge traditional Basque
dwelling, you will discover the history and daily life of a Basque family
through the 16th and 17th centuries.

Then Lunch in a nice typical cottage in Ainhoa
